   Basil and Lawrence recently attended the 
Billy Graham School of Evangelism in 
Asheville NC. Our eyes were opened to the 
urgency and great need in our own cities 
and towns for the Gospel. Evangelism takes 
patience and if we are to be successful we 
need to be prayerful and intentional. Our 
approach brings renewal toward the mar-
ketplace as an exciting frontier for mission 
and sharing our faith. We want to bring 
new found encouragement to congregations 
that are sensing there is more. An Inten-
tional Evangelistic Plan can be imple-
mented through one of the following op-
tions: 

1. A congregation sensing an awakening 
desires on site coaching/teaching/preaching 
2. A congregation desires to initiate a new 
innovative approach may need encourage-
ment through prayer support and presence 
3. More than two congregations in one 
specific town/city desire to implement an 
intentional evangelistic plan through the 
“cities of refuge” approach. 
Preparation and planning would need a 
time line that is specific to each request: 

• option one is a pre-scheduled series 
with on going follow up 

• option two requires several months of 
advance notice/scheduling and then pro-
ceeded by monitoring and annual follow up 

• option three requires at least nine 
months to a year of advance notice and 
scheduling. On going monitoring and an-
nual follow up is recommended.

Central to our approach is the encouragement of 
the after-care process of new believers within con-
gregations and follow up via on site visit. Basil 
and Lawrence utilize a relational and Spirit-led 
approach that depends on the Holy Spirit’s pres-
ence in our Bible teaching and preaching.
